St. Matthew 21st Sept.  The tax collector, may also be 

identified with Levi, son of Alphaeus in Mk. 2:13.  He is said to 

have been a missionary in Persia and Ethiopia  Patron of 

accountants, bookkeepers, tax-collectors, customs officers 

and security guards.  At present we are using Matthewõs

Born in southern Italy in 1887 entered the Capuchin Order in 1903 

and was ordained in 1910 after the WWI he received the Stigmata  

the word spread and pilgrims came to see the monk he founded a 

Hospital for the suffering 1947 and formed prayer groups in1956.

St. Vincent de Paul, priest 1580-1660      Monday 27th Sept. 

Founded the Congregation of the Mission (the Vincentians) and 

the Daughters of Charity (1633), the first sisters to work 

 outside their convents in active service.
